At Joe’s Place this week the menu was; Scrambled eggs on toast, 
mince and dumplings with potatoes, peas, carrots and Yorkshire-

puddings, toasties with a variety of fillings, apple crumble and 
cake with custard.

dumplings, 112 toasties, 82 desserts . We used 80 eggs, 14 loaves 
of bread, 21 tins of mince, 8 packets of dumpling mix, 18 tins of 

potatoes, 18 tins of peas and carrots, 4 tins of ham, 4 tins of 

corned beef, 68 cheese slices, 15 tins of custard, 1 pack of frozen 
apples, 3 packets of crumble mix, 6 cakes, plus butter, milk, sal-

ad, oranges and bananas.
